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 Ave, Ridgeburians! 

     In 1802, the great English poet Williams Wordsworth (the man who may have had the best last name 
for a writer ever) wrote: 

 The word is too much with us, late and soon, 
 Getting and spending, we lay waste our powers; 
 Little we see in nature that is ours; 
 We have given our hearts away, a sordid boon! 
 This Sea that bears her bosom to the moon, 
 The winds that will be howling at all hours, 
 And are up-gathered now like sleeping flowers, 
 For this, for everything, we are out of tune; 
 It moves us not.—Great God! I’d rather be 
 A Pagan suckled in a creed outworn; 
 So might I, standing on this pleasant lea, 
 Have glimpses that would make me less forlorn, 
 Have sight of Proteus rising from the sea; 
 Or hear old Triton blow his wreathed horn. 
 

      When Wordsworth writes that “The world is too much with us” and that “getting and spending, we 
lay waste our powers,” his essential point is that we spend too much time attending to the busy-ness of 
everyday life to pay attention to the things that are really important.  For Wordsworth, good early 
Romantic that he was, the things that are really important are to be found in nature—the Sea, the winds, 
the sleeping flowers, the pleasant lea (which is an old English word for pasture or meadow, by the way).  
But we modern folks see none of these things, or if we do see them we fail to admire or appreciate them, 
because we are so busy doing other things that we have become detached from the things that are really 
vital, or as Wordsworth puts it, “For this, for everything, we are out of tune;” so nature and its wonders 
“moves us not.”  For Wordsworth this state of affairs is so awful that he thinks it would be better for 
him—and probably for all of us—if we could find a way to turn our backs on the modern world 
altogether, to become like “a Pagan suckled in a creed outworn” (by which he means a person raised in an 
archaic religion.), so that we might become reacquainted with the most important things in life, and, 
learning to appreciate nature for what it is, “have glimpses that would make me less forlorn.” 

     So what does Wordsworth’s poem mean for us today?  Plenty, I think.  I mean, just stop and think 
for a minute: If Wordsworth felt the world was “too much with us” way back in 1802, when by 
contemporary standards life was simpler than it is now, just what would he think about life today?  In a 
world with the internet, 24-hour mass media, 300 channels of cable and satellite television, and all the rest, 
how much more is all the busy-ness of life “too much with us;” how much more time do we dedicate to 
“getting and spending;”  how much further are we “out of tune” with the things that matter most? 

Probably enough that poor old Wordsworth would be driven to despair. 

     But all of this is precisely what makes the season of Lent so important for us.  The opportunity Lent 
offers us is the chance to pull back at least a little bit from all of the busy-ness of our daily lives, and to 
reconnect with God and with the spiritual things that matter most.  For Wordsworth those things that 
matter most were to be found in nature, because for Wordsworth the natural world was the surest path to 
God, but whether you find them in nature or not, the weeks of Lent give all of us the chance to pull 
back from the clutter and confusion of the world around us and to seek God and consider our relationship 
with Him, to help ensure that we continue to focus on the things that matter most, be sure we never 
“give our hearts away,” and to keep our spiritual sight focused on those things that “would make us less 
forlorn.”
